Then,
there is the closeness of the sea (Eugenio Montale), the lapidary Mediterranean (Giuseppe Ungaretti), the interference
with a domestic world (Umberto Saba); at the Western extreme, there is the dream of maritime expansion (Fernando
Pessoa), and the philosophical vision of the sea (Paul Valéry).
